DAY 1  Monday, 10 August 2020
Relax and enjoy our scheduled flight from Boston to London-Gatwick, England

DAY 2  Tuesday, 11 August 2020

Our private coach and driver will transfer us to our London area hotel. We will have use of
our coach for all transfers, touring and soccer content as required throughout.
Our base for the next seven nights will be in the London area. Breakfast and dinner (or lunch)
will be included at the hotel.
We will begin with a welcome meeting and orientation. Afterwards, enjoy free time to explore
the area around the hotel.
TRAINING SESSION 
Participate in a Training Session at a local field in the greater London area. The training
session will be led by your own coaching staff and is designed to prepare the team for
upcoming friendly matches. (Training sessions may be in the morning, afternoon or evening
and will be determined by the final hotel location, field availability, and the schedule of
activities for the day.)

DAY 3  Wednesday, 12 August 2020
This morning we will enjoy breakfast at the hotel.
London is the hub of soccer in Britain. With five Premier League sides stationed within the
capital, London exudes tradition with regard to rivalries, trophies, famous stadiums, and loyal
fans. Arsenal, Chelsea, Tottenham, Crystal Palace and West Ham all play in London,
contributing to Europe's densest football city.
LONDON CITY TOUR
Take an introductory tour of London during our hop on/hop off bus tour. Some of the
hightlights may include: St. Paul's Cathedral, the Tower of London, Tower Bridge,
Westminster Abbey, the Houses of Parliament, Big Ben, Trafalgar Square, St. James's Park
and Buckingham Palace, where we may have an opportunity to see the Changing of the
Guard ceremonies (subject to final tour schedule).
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DAY 3      Wednesday, 12 August 2020
LONDON FREE TIME 
We will have free time to explore or shop in London at our leisure. Our tour director will be
available to make suggestions of attractions and activities in or around London. The group
may wish to visit London's top attractions, including Westminster Abbey, the British Museum,
St. Paul's Cathedral, Madame Tussaud's, or Shakespeare's Globe Theatre. We can also
take advantage of London's diverse and fascinating museum options, many of which are free
of charge, including the National Gallery, Victoria & Albert Museum, the Imperial War
Museum or the Natural History Museum.
FIRST FRIENDLY MATCH 
Play an International Friendly Match against a local club or academy team in the greater
London area. The team will meet and compete against athletes of similar ages and skill
levels, and have the opportunity to make friends for life. (The teams you will play will be
selected after time of booking and will be based on the specific skill level and requirements of
your team. We have contacts at every level and take great pride in finding the perfect fit for
each friendly match.)

DAY 4      Thursday, 13 August 2020

WINDSOR CASTLE
Visit Windsor Castle, the world's largest inhabited castle, and one of the official royal
residences of the British monarch. Our visit will include the richly decorated State Apartments
and St. George's Chapel, a pantheon of English monarchs.
WINDSOR FREE TIME
We will have free time to explore the buildings, cobblestone streets and shops around the
castle at our leisure.

DAY 5      Friday, 14 August 2020
This morning we will enjoy breakfast at the hotel.
LONDON PREMIER LEAGUE STADIUM TOUR 
Take a behind-the-scenes Stadium Tour of one of London's five Premier League sides,
Arsenal, Chelsea, Tottenham, Crystal Palace or West Ham. Most of the tours include a
guided tour to visit areas such as the Director's Box, the Home and Away Changing Rooms,
the Players' Tunnel, and the opportunity to go Pitch side. Most tours then conclude with a visit
to their Museum or Trophy Room, followed by time to shop in their super store. (After time of
booking, the group can choose the club they would like to visit. All tours are subject to the
schedule of the team and are not available on game days.)
LONDON FREE TIME
We will have free time to explore or shop in London at our leisure. Our tour director will be
available to make suggestions of attractions and activities in or around London.

LEICESTER SQUARE TOUR
Take a walking tour of Leicester Square.Leicester Square is perfectly situated in the heart 
of London's West End, with Trafalgar Square to the south, Piccadilly Circus to the west, 
Covent Garden to the east, and China Town to the north.
COVENT GARDEN
Explore the area around Covent Garden, a lively area filled with shops, restaurants, and 
street performers. Covent Garden is a district in London, on the eastern fringes of the 
West End, between St Martin's Lane and Drury Lane. It is associated with the former fruit-
and-vegetable market in the central square, now a popular shopping and tourist site, and 
with the Royal Opera House, which itself may be referred to as "Covent Garden". The 
district is divided by the main thoroughfare of Long Acre, north of which is given over to 
independent shops centred on Neal's Yard and Seven Dials, while the south contains the 
central square with its street performers and most of the historical buildings, theatres and 
entertainment facilities, including the London Transport Museum and the Theatre Royal, 
Drury Lane.

DAY 7  Sunday, 16 August 2020
This morning we will enjoy breakfast at the hotel.

TOWER OF LONDON
Visit the Tower of London, one of Britain’s most fascinating and important historical
structures. Begun as a fortress by William the Conqueror, the Tower is now primarily
associated with the legendary figures imprisoned and executed here over the centuries. Our
visit includes the armories, a display of instruments of torture and execution and the
breathtaking Crown Jewels Exhibit.
BRITISH MUSEUM
Founded in 1753 and first opened in 1759 in a converted mansion, the British Museum is as
much a monument to great craftsmanship as it is to the piracy carried out by 18th- and 19th-
century Englishmen, who, on their trips abroad, plundered whatever goodies they could find
and then told the bereft that the thievery was for their own good. Yet the exquisite taste of
these English patriarchs is unquestionable, and now the British Museum may be the museum
to beat all the rest. It's the top attraction in the country with over 6.8 million people visiting a
year.
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DAY 8      Monday, 17 August 2020
EXPLORE LONDON'S SOUTH BANK
London's South Bank is a lively area on the South Bank of London. With attractions, arts and
culture, dining, outdoors activities and shopping there is something for everyone. You will be
given time to explore the area and get a real taste of London with the many festivals and
vendors that will be located in this area along the River Thames.
