We will begin with a welcome meeting and orientation. Afterwards, enjoy free time to explore
the area around the hotel.

BARCELONA CITY TOUR

Take an introductory City Tour of Barcelona, which will highlight many of the top sights and
landmarks. Our tour will be both on our private bus and on foot. Highlights may include Las
Ramblas, the Gothic Quarter, La Sagrada Familia, Montjuic, and the Quadrat d'Or.
BASILICA DE LA SAGRADA FAMILIA

Visit La Sagrada Familia, the symbol of Barcelona and the vision of Antoni Gaudi, whom from
1912 forward made the design of this soaring basilica his life's work. If it is not the grandest
church in all of Spain, it is certainly the grandest constructed within living memory. The grand
church of the Holy Family, based on stories from the New Testament, is a strange and
wonderful building that represents the intersection of the imaginative style of Modernisme with
the medieval faith that drove construction of the great Gothic cathedrals.

BARCELONA FREE TIME

We will have some free time for shopping and exploration.

Tuesday, 21 April 2020

DAY 5

This morning we will enjoy breakfast at the hotel.

CAMP NOU STADIUM TOUR

Take a visit to Camp Nou, the home ground for Barcelona's biggest and most popular team,
and one of Europe's greatest footballing 'cathedrals'. FC Barcelona is the only major football
club in the world that doesn't sell advertising space on its strip, and this is because the club
does not want to spoil the aesthetics of its famous red and blue jersey. Camp Nou is the
biggest stadium in Europe with a capacity of 98,600 people, and it also has shops and a
museum of the club's history.

PARC GUELL

Spend time in Parc Giell, part of the UNESCO World Heritage Site, 'Works of Antoni Gaudi'.
Designed primarily by Gaudi, particularly interesting areas of the park include a mosaic
pagoda, a lizard fountain spitting water, an undulating bench decorated with ceramic
fragments, and an array of unique Doric columns, which are hollow and serve as part of
Gaudi's drainage system.

GIRONA CITY TOUR

Enjoy a Walking Tour of Girona. We begin along the Riu Onyar, admiring Girona's best-
known view, before exploring the Rambla de la Libertat and El Call, the medieval Jewish
Quarter, where the first Hanukkah celebration since the Jewish expulsion of 1482 was
celebrated in 1998.

MONTSERRAT NATURAL PARK

Montserrat is the mountain most representative of Catalonia and, in fact, thanks to its
amazing features has become a Catalan symbol. Its peculiar morphology, its natural and its
ancient traditions make it an incomparable reference, a place that welcomes millions of
visitors from all over the world. Montserrat massif is unique and unparalleled. The highest
peak of the mountain of Montserrat is the peak of Sant Jeroni (St. Jerome) (1236 m), from
where visitors can admire a wonderful view from the Pyrenees to the sea and on clear days
even they get to see the island of Mallorca.

MONTSERRAT RACK RAILWAY

The Montserrat Rack railway is the only transport that reaches the center of the Sanctuary of
Montserrat Mountain. In 15 minute train ride up the mountain allows you to enjoy the
magnificent views of the mountain. Through the panoramic views of the train, you can see the
great beauty of the landscape that surrounds us from Monistrol to Montserrat.

FREE TIME AT THE BEACH

Spend some time relaxing on one of Barcelona's magnificent beaches, such as Barceloneta
Beach or Icaria Beach. The beaches are accessible by metro, and there are numerous
activities available for everyone to enjoy the beautiful Mediterranean.

Saturday, 25 April 2020

Tarragona is an ancient Roman port city that was home to Julius Caesar. The Romans
sheltered a million people behind this city's walls and were the first to designate it as a
resort.
